Agenda Items
EBDM Initiative (EBDMI)
EBDM work groups are in process of completing work plans for initiatives that the policy team has chosen to advance.  Those initiatives include Universal Screening, Book and Release at MPD District Stations, Strengthening CIT, strengthening diversion/DPA program and dosage based sentencing.  These work plans will form the framework for Milwaukee County’s application for advancement to phase III of the initiative which is due June 30th.

As part of the EBDMI, another round to stakeholder training will be held on Thursday, May 12th at Marquette University’s Law School.  The training will focus on the application of the EBDM framework, why it is important to the criminal justice system and research surrounding the development and application of pretrial risk assessment instruments.  Judge Roger Warren from the NCSC, Dr. Marie VanNostrand from Luminosity and Mark Carey, president of The Carey Group and Mimi Carter from the Center for Effective Public Policy will serve as faculty for the training.  Invited attendee organizations include MPD, MCSO, DA’s Office, PD’s Office, Judges, Judicial Commissioners, Pretrial Services, DOC and victim witness.
BJA Justice Reinvestment Initiative
Milwaukee County received notice April 13th from BJA that we had been selected to participate in Phase I of the initiative.    Phase I sites receive intensive, on-site technical assistance to start the JR process.  The first meeting on the initiative is scheduled for the week of May 9th.
Day Reporting Center Update
Holly reported that the program census is currently down.  There are a variety of reasons for this.  Holly is sending the census weekly to all of the parties along with a reminder of the eligibility criteria and necessary sentence structure.  The Chief Judge will be calling a meeting of the DRC advisory committee to review the program structure.
WCS Employment Program Funding Status
The County Board moved funding for the WCS employment program from the Sheriff’s budget into a contingency fund pending development of a viable plan for resuming these services.  Holly indicated that the courts have been asked to administer these funds.   She and Chief Judge Kremers will be working with WCS to develop a proposal for presentation to the board.

Other Business

· Holly indicated that program the committee agenda include a standing report on the Drug Treatment Court (DTC).  Ed Gordon indicated that he would let Larry Hopwood, Drug Court Coordinator know.   

· Holly indicated that Larry is currently reviewing new grant opportunities in support of DTC.
