Beth shared copies of the minutes from the CJCC strategic planning retreat which had been requested by the subcommittee members.
The group discussed possible topics for the next meeting.  Pete suggested that the focus be on how the CJCC is becoming a data-driven entity.  
Jim pointed out that at the December 2011 Strategic Planning Session, consensus emerged to create a data scorecard that would contain key data sets to provide an informative snapshot of the justice system’s performance.  Mallory O’Brien, chair of the Data Committee, could present on the use of data analysis in an effort to move the criminal justice system forward.  Also, Pete suggested that Jim contact the National Institute of Corrections and/or the Waukesha County Community Justice Collaborating Council for a speaker.  

Another possible topic suggested by Pete was a follow-up to the Jail Population Study on the Milwaukee County Jail, to see if universal screening and the praxis have changed the jail population.  Holly Szablewski was suggested as a possible presenter.  

Jim will follow up on the topics.  He added that we should ensure that the CJCC sets some annual or bi-annual outcomes as part of the discussion.

One idea that was not fully explored was the idea of “TED” discussions and “Café” format discussions and the need to listen to the public about their perception of the justice system.  The group suggested that this be a brief discussion at a full meeting.  Ideas for topics could be suggested at the meeting and follow-up could be set by this Committee or another group.
