The group discussed how to decide which group to target next for outreach:  supervisory districts, aldermanic districts, and/or the remaining MPD districts.

Steve said his group will be meeting with the southside gang network.  

Todd indicated that he could put the information for the asset map into a spread sheet and sort it.  

Beth described where the committee started in terms of discussing outreach and MPD looked like the obvious choice to being to get the message out about the CJCC.  Jim interjected from his perspective the use of the asset map and how it all related to the EBMD efforts.  Dan said the asset map should be developed in order to identify services in the system, what’s not available and where we should deploy resources.  We should be looking at how we can do the work better.

Todd said he can develop an “audience specific” map.  Todd and Dan discussed briefly the Milwaukee Data Initiative which is broad and creates a public infrastructure for a clearinghouse.

Dan suggested that Todd might ant to contact Mallory O’Brien, who is now chairing the CJCC Data Committee and will be developing a scorecard.  Jim said someone from the Public Outreach and Education Committee should work with the Data Committee.  Jim said he will send the Committee members a cop of the scorecard but it will be tweaked.  

Jim said we need a media policy and that a subcommittee could develop this.  Beth indicated that she had already drafted a media plan and shared with the Committee members.

Dan discussed that the message through the Power Point had been to explain how CJCC through the EBDM initiative ensures public safety and reduces costs.  He also questioned who else should be at our table.  He said we need someone o work with Todd to conceptualize the asset map.  Dave said Community Partners and UNCOM, specifically, Tony Shields should be invited.  Clarence mentioned the Southside Organizing Committee and Steven Mahan, Community Block Grant Administration.  Dave pointed out that the City used to have a group working on African American male unemployment but it disbanded.  Clarence said we should include the Center for Self-Sufficiency which works on reentry.  He said Angie Turner is the contact person at www.centerinc.org.

Todd agreed to set up a subgroup meeting 1) to create a list; 2) classify service agencies; 3) identify what type of work they do; and 4) create categories as a next step.
