Dan chaired and said that the subcommittee will be attempting to identify a more consistent meeting date and others who might want to join the Committee.  Jim said that this Committee meets the most consistently of all of the CJC committees.  
Dan discussed the new mission statement on the agenda which was adopted by the Executive Committee in September.  

Jim provided updates on the NIC, EBDM initiatives, BJA grant, justice reinvestment moneys and small grants from OJA for the CJC and the goals of their work.  

Beth explained that the Executive Committee has asked her to join a media group headed by Terry Perry of the Mayor’s Office.  Others include Jeff Bentoff from the County Executive’s Office and Jeff Fleming from the Mayor’s Office.  The work of the group has been delayed due to the County budget process, but Beth will provide updates, as appropriate.  

Jim said the September 28 CJC Meeting of the Whole was not as well attended as he thought it would be.  The power point will be posted on the website.  He thinks there will be a follow-up meeting on juvenile justice.  He also said that the meetings in the MPD Districts had gone well but that we probably need to lower the level of our discussion.  We have had between 30 and 75 attendees.  In his opinion, we need to develop a format to encourage strategic partners and for now the Executive Committee members should continue to be the presenters.  

Jim added that CJC should develop as the go-to decision-maker for all criminal justice issues in Milwaukee.  This topic will be part of the Executive Committee’s strategic planning session.  There was a general discussion about meeting with the press and notifying them of CJC activities, particularly the editorial board of the Milwaukee Journal Sentinel.  Jim will also be updating the website.

Dan asked about the activities of other committees.  Jim said he will be posting all committee minutes but there ought to be more interaction between the committees.  Dan suggested that the POE committee request information from all other committees so that we can stay current on the CJC’s work and promote efforts as appropriate.  

Mike said that Supervisor Biddle has passed proposals recently related to the establishment of a new task force for youth and “ban the box” campaign calls for the elimination of the questions about past convictions on initial public employment applications.  Supervisor Biddle has met with law enforcement on the proposal and they are on board.  His main concern is the community’s strained relations with law enforcement.  He also opposes proposed legislation sponsored by Senator Darling and Representative Kleefisch prohibiting the hiring of a felon (AB286).  The group discussed with Mike what he needs from them and how we can work together.  Supervisor Biddle may be willing to host the first of the County Supervisory District CJC Outreach presentations.  Mike will check with Supervisor Biddle and report back to the committee.
Dan introduced Todd Clausen form the Nonprofit Center of Greater Milwaukee. The group discussed the creation of a community resource to help the public more easily understand all of the agencies involved in the community justice system, and to help identify areas of resource strength and weakness.  There was discussion of whether this effort should be termed a service map or an asset map.  Todd described his work with Safe and Sound and believes a map would be relatively easy to do.  Tom suggested that there were already quite a few resource lists and it would be helpful to gather them to inform the development of any resource and prevent duplication of effort.  Members of the committee were asked to send Beth lists of any agencies or important contacts working on community justice issues in Milwaukee.  Beth will send Todd the CJC wire map for his information and will also collect the community lists and forward them to Todd.  

At the next meeting, the group will discuss what should be done with the maps and service lists.  

The meeting adjourned at 1:35 p.m.  The next meeting of the Committee will be Monday, November 7, 2011, 12:15 p.m. in the conference room of 609.
