Attending:  Andrea Gouin, Jim Hiller, Dan Idzikowski, Annie McGinnity, Steve O’Connell, Beth Bishop Perrigo, Tom Reed, Rose Scott
Jim provided an update on the Clarke Square meeting.  He said the Chief Judge gave an excellent presentation but the meeting was poorly attended.  Steve said that the police do not seem to know when the groups on the south side meet.  There was a consensus that we should be scheduling meetings in the remaining MPD Districts.  Steve will send Jim a list of the new liaison officers and Jim will schedule meetings.  Tom suggested that the CJC should have one person attend community meetings to give a brief mention of the CJC to begin to create awareness. Beth noted that the subcommittee on public relations for the CJC in which she is participating will not convene until after the budget process is over.
Jim recounted his recent meeting with Pete Koneazney in which they discussed the role of the Committee in community outreach:  1)  having a liaison to the Chief Judge to let him know what’s going on with the Committees; 2) getting members of the CJC on the calendars for community meetings; 3) scheduling meetings in high school gyms and other places with ready-made audiences; 4) locating community groups to bring into the CJC; 5) having the Executive Committee do listening sessions with community groups; 6) expanding membership on the CJC; 7) appointing a new representative for the Benedict Center or possibly rotating the non-profit group represented on the Executive Committee; and, 8) filling the vacancies on the CJC such as the Intergovernmental Cooperation Council (ICC) and others. Beth pointed out that there is not a vacancy on the ICC but that their representative just has not attended.  
Dan noted that no community organizations’ names have been submitted to Beth in follow-up to the last meeting.  He reminded the committee that Todd Clausen had agreed to organize data for the CJC to provide: 1) the public with a better understanding of the role played by NGOs involved in the criminal justice system and 2) the CJC with a better sense of assets available and gaps in the system, both in terms of particular intervention points (pre-trial, re-entry, treatment, etc.) and geographically.  Dan asked committee members to send the following information to Beth by the end of November:

1) Lists of agencies (w/addresses) involved in the community justice system.
2) Any available description of how these agencies fit into the system.

3) Names of individuals from the community that could be helpful to the Outreach Committee or the CJC as whole.

Andrea suggested putting notices of meetings in the newsletters of community groups or anything mailed out by the City to residents.  Jim said that the CJC will be a link on the NIC website created for the EBDM initiative.  Jim and Andrea left at 12:50 p.m.  The remaining members went through the CJC Strategic Planning document as a group and suggested responses. 
The meeting adjourned at 1:30 p.m.  The next meeting of the Committee will be December 7, 2011, 12:15 p.m. in the conference room of 609.
