Pete introduced Joe McNeer an attorney who recently moved to the Milwaukee area and is currently volunteering in his office.  

Pete said we should determine the best time for the group to meet so more members can attend.  He believes that this committee is the key to getting the message of the CJC into the community.  This is essential so that the community can tell the committee what they need and allow the committee to gain input and wisdom from the community.  He added that the CJC should also be focusing on getting the business community interested.  
Dan discussed the CJC strategic planning meeting that he and Beth attended.  At the meeting it was stated that Jim Hiller will be the liaison to all committees.    He indicated that he did invite Clarence Johnson, Wisconsin Community Services, Anthony Caples, MCW Violence Prevention Institute and Sharon McGowan, Community News Service at UNCOM.  He said that he thinks the committee should target meetings in the supervisory districts.
Tom said he would like to see a conversation with the community in which a contact system was developed to assist individuals who have questions/concerns and would benefit from speaking with someone in, for example, the Public Defender’s or District Attorney’s staff.  Beth added that we also have to determine how to deliver the message about the ongoing internal system changes.

Tom explained the ongoing evidence-based decision making meetings and the efforts to change the “front door” of the system.  

There was a general discussion about refining the Power Point used at the MPD District meetings, perhaps with information from the recent Public Policy Forum report about jail population and information about ongoing efforts to improve the system.  It was suggested that Mike Tobin from the Police and Fire Commission be invited to committee meetings.  Tom suggested that at the next committee meeting, since universal screening will be up and running, we should include that in the outreach efforts.  

Beth will ask the Chief Judge if he would speak with Supervisor Johnson to see if he thinks presenting at meetings in the supervisory districts would be a good next step.  

Dan said the committee should continue to work toward a mapping tool by sending lists of community organizations to Beth and setting up a session to work with Todd Clausen.
