Dan chaired the meeting.  He said the members who had volunteered to create a subcommittee to work on the asset map had yet to meet.  There is a lot of information but parameters need to be defined to make the map accessible and useful.  The broad purpose would be 1) to assist the general public in finding whom to contact for information, and assist agencies in making appropriate referrals; and, 2) to provide community based assets for decision makers, e.g., where are we rich and not so rich in assets both geographically and topically.  Tom Reed said that Mimi Carter is working with Paige Styler and Jeff Altenberg through the EBDM group to identify similar information.   Dan indicated he will contact Todd Clausen and set up a meeting.

Dan noted that we should send someone to the Data Committee on a regular basis. He attended the first meeting and learned that the Sheriff’s Department has a very sophisticated data system platform. Brian Barkow noted the Sheriff’s Department would be willing to share this asset. Jim recapped the most recent Data Committee meeting run by Nicole Robinson, Milwaukee Homicide Review Commission.  Milwaukee Police Department also has a data system.  Mallory O’Brien is working with the police and the Office of Justice Assistance on a planning grant. 
Dan said we should be looking at why the numbers of attendees are dropping at the CJCC Meetings of the Whole.  There was a general consensus not to have EBDM as the topic for awhile as there seems to be a lack of interest from the community.  Can we advertise the meetings in community newspapers?
The group discussed possible topics to be forwarded to the Executive Committee:

1.  1 meeting a year to showcasing non-profit groups; 

2.  Presentations from specific geographic areas at which people from the community would talk about what's going on in their neighborhood, economic development, crime, etc.

3.  Presentation by MCLEEA;  

4.  Praxis follow up, although the group consensus was that it is probably too early for this.

5.  Probation, parole, release, reentry, focusing on the State system: what works and what doesn't work.
6.  Immigration

7.  Community Justice Reinvestment Act - Tammy Meredith as presenter.
8.  Federal coordination - HIDTA - coordination with local officials - US Marshall and US attorney to present.
9.  County Board Supervisors to present information about their districts.  They should all be invited to the Meetings of the Whole.
