June 7, 2011 
Attending: Christopher Boston, Dan Idzikowski, Pete Koneazney, Corey Mehlos, Steve O’Connell, Beth Bishop Perrigo, Tom Reed and Leo Ries.
Steve described the District 7 meetings.  Usual attendance is about 65 individuals but sometimes the group has been over 100 attendees.  Results have been the development of a process of providing impact statements to judges, court tours and understanding the impact of crime in the community.
The June 20 meeting will be held at Capitol West Academy, which used to house St. Aemilian’s, in the basement of 88th and Capitol.  

There was a general discussion about who should present at the June 20 meeting.  It was decided that Pete and Andrea Gouin would present and Chief Judge Kremers would make general remarks about the CJC.  The message should be:  we want people to become more knowledgeable about the criminal justice system, what works, what doesn’t work and what is being done to improve the system.  Also, we want citizens to participate by joining committees, attending the CJC Meeting of the Whole and learning about the work of groups in the system on evidenced-based practices.

Leo and Chris described their organization, Local Initiatives Resource Corporation, which is involved in commercial development and crime, safety and educational issues in the central city.  There was a general discussion about the reentry efforts, particularly in the Lindsay Heights and Washington Park neighborhoods.  Chris emphasized the need for connections among the services which are available.

The group discussed:  

· Power Point slides and Tom Reed said there might be something on evidence-based practices that could be added before the June 20 meeting.  He added that possible topics to note would be CIT policing, universal screening and -------------;
· development of a “Top 10” list of commonly asked questions/topics about the system including bail, openness of the system, accomplishments, universal screening, “who’s who” in the system; and,

· attendees should be able to walk out of the community meetings having learned something concrete.

Beth said that Andrea had requested that subcommittee members develop a flyer to hand out at the meetings with useful information to enhance the message that community members can be a part of the system.  Beth will draft.

Members discussed inviting elected officials from the District such as the alderman, County Board member, state representative and senator because we will need to build support for current and future efforts of the CJC.
The meeting adjourned at 1:30 p.m.  The next meeting of the Committee will be Tuesday, January 5, 2010, 12:15 p.m. in the conference room of 609.
