There was a general discussion about types of listening groups (Annie) and educational meetings (Steve) might be good for the subcommittee to pursue as educational opportunities.  Steve suggested that the message should be delivered in clearer language that would be easier for most individuals to understand.  He suggested the group look at interacting with youth groups.  Rose suggested that we must bring in the perspective of parents and families.  Beth said that, perhaps, the Milwaukee County Law Enforcement Executives Association (MCLEEA) should be approached for the group to meet with the police chiefs of the municipalities outside of the City of Milwaukee.  
Beth suggested that the Chief Judge should speak at the Rotary Club and others could outreach to youth and senior organizations.  There was a discussion (Dan and Steve) that while crime and safety groups are an obvious target for outreach groups, some of the police districts are saturated with information and we should look for less obvious opportunities in the community as well as meeting with the Editorial Board of the Milwaukee Journal Sentinel.  Beth volunteered to develop tactical items for outreach.  Dan suggested that we ask the Milwaukee County Supervisors if we can present to their constituents at their meetings.  
Annie reminded the group that we should also educate people who are directly affected.  

The subcommittee should be listed on the CJC website as a resource for speakers.  Annie, Kit and Dan will get started on developing a list of non-profits doing work in the criminal justice system.  The Non-Profit Center, Supervisors and members of the Milwaukee Common Council should be contacted to assist in identifying groups that are active with the idea of creating an asset map of the criminal justice system and resources in Milwaukee County available to the public.
